When is CGS?

Children & Catechists meet once weekly
for 90 minutes, on the same day of the
week all year. Level I is for 3 to 6 year olds
who are bathroom trained, and Level II is
for 6 to 9 year olds.

As children grow, CGS grows with them. The
Level IT Atrium speaks to the religious needs
of children ages 6 to 9 years old.

The master image in Level II is The Vine &
The Branches. Children more often work col-
laboratively, take leadership roles in prayer
and liturgy, and deepen their contemplative
and inquiring spirit with more challenging
materials and ideas.

In their first experience of Atrium, 3 to 6
year old children begin to learn habits of
contemplation and enjoyment of God.
“Practical Life” materials, such as spooning
beans or opening jars, serve many needs:
gaining physical control, aiding contem-
plation and stillness, and developing skills
used in other scriptural and liturgical ma-
terials later on. Children generally work
independently and are allowed to spend
as much time as they wish on a work. They
will regularly spend more than an hour in
focused work, their hidden life in God.
